ADOPTION OF STATE MODEL CITIZEN PARTICIPATION PLAN FOR 

DCA SMALL CITIES PROGRAM 
 

WHEREAS, the Township of Upper Deerfield is an applicant for Department of Community 

Affairs Fiscal Year 2016 funds for (1) a Public Facilities fund application in an amount not to exceed 

$400,000 to remove architectural barriers that restrict access of the elderly and handicapped within the 

Township Recreation Complex to comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act and (2) a Housing 

Rehabilitation fund application in an amount not to exceed $200,000 to rehabilitate owner occupied 

homes throughout Upper Deerfield Township; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Township will enter into grant agreement(s) for said grant(s) if approved; and 

 

WHEREAS, that grant agreement(s) will require the Township of Upper Deerfield to comply 

with all federal regulations with respect to citizen participation; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Township of Upper Deerfield has reviewed the Citizen Participation Plan 

prepared for Small Cities CDBG grantees; 

 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and the Township Committee of 

the Township of Upper Deerfield, County of Cumberland and State of New Jersey, that; 

 

1) The Citizen Participation Plan developed by the New Jersey Department of Community 

Affairs, Small Cities CDBG is adopted by the Township of Upper Deerfield; and 

 

2) The Township of Upper Deerfield will follow all regulations set forth in that document 

throughout the term of the grant agreement cited above.
